In verse 1 of John 17 Jesus says, “Father, the time has come.  Glorify your Son, that your Son may
glorify you.”

Do you remember some other times when Jesus said that His time had not yet come?  At the wedding
feast in the beginning of His ministry was one, and when His brothers urged Him to go to the Feast of the Tabernacles and show
Himself to be the Messiah was another.  Jesus knew that those times weren’t the right time for Him to glorify Himself and His
Father.  He knew when that would be and that time would be on the cross in which He would die for the sins of the world.

Jesus’ life was a life of direction, purpose, and divine destiny.  All of His life He knew why He was here and what He
was to do.  While most of us don’t know what our purpose is on this earth all of our lives, it is certainly something we should be
seeking and striving to fulfill.  Many times it takes a life changing event to happen before we even consider our purpose here on
this earth and our place in the body of Christ.

The greatest thing that happened to me was after I had my auto accident in 1997.  I went through a period of 4 months
not being able to work.  For much of that time I was getting around by the use of a walker and a wheel chair, then I moved up
to crutches, then to a cane, and finally to nothing at all.

I was finally able to go back to work and start living my life again, but my life went back to just as it had been before.
Before, life was just about having a good job, trying to achieve, to feel good about myself, just existing and drifting and that’s
the way it was going back to.

I had gone through some hard times, but now I was back to living life.  I had thought that after I got my settlement from
the insurance company, got my house paid off, made a few investments for the future and retirement years down the road, that
my life was looking pretty good.  I thought I would just cruise to the end.

But it wasn’t that way at all, because once I had all of that there was a deep void in my life.  What I didn’t know then,
but I know now, the void was God.  Audio Adrenaline, a Christian music group who sadly have broken up wrote a song called
“God Shaped Hole”.  That’s what I had in my life.  Oh, I knew God and I knew Jesus, but I wasn’t filling that hole with
knowledge; I wasn’t filling that hole with substance.  I wasn’t depending on God for my existence.

In the lives of so many people it takes that life changing – life jolting event to make us see that we need God in our lives.
That’s the way it was for me.  Oh I went to church for my hour or two a week, I had the routine and was fulfilling my duty to go
to church.  But even though I was doing that, it wasn’t enough.

Folks, I want you to know that just existing, just being here for the sake of being here, and just drifting along is not what
God wants for us.  He wants so much more than that.  He wants you to give yourself to Him totally and completely.  He wants
you to serve Him with a purpose.  Jesus came to seek and to save that which was lost and when He left He left you here to
continue that work as His body.  God wants all of us to live with a sense of divine destiny and purpose continually doing His
will.

Why are you here on this earth?  Why are you a member of this Church or the church you go to?  Is it because you like
the things we or your church does, good.  It is because your family belongs to the same church, great.  But God has a greater
purpose for you in the body of Christ.  He wants to use you.  He has given you a gift, a divine ability to carry out the purpose He
has for your life.

I’ve talked with many people who don’t believe they have a spiritual gift, but let me tell you, that’s not what the Bible
says.  The Bible says “But to each one is given the manifestation of the Spirit for the common good.” (1 Cor. 12:7 NASB)

I believe that if a person will honestly ask God to show him or her what His purpose is in the body of Christ, and how
He’s gifted them, that He will be faithful to reveal that to them.  It may require you to step out in faith and try something you’ve
never done before.  It may stretch you; it may cause you to risk failure.  But God will be faithful and he will show you.  The truth
is, He is more interested in revealing your purpose in His body than you and I are in knowing it.

I’ll never forget my first preaching experience.  It was a class assignment; I had to preach on Rom. 6:11-14.  I dreaded
it for weeks.  It was terrifying.  But when I got up and began to preach, I knew.  I felt I was born for it, I felt that I had finally
found what God had for me to do and I wanted to preach again.

It was something that almost no one ever thought I would do.  I would doubt that anyone thought when I was growing
up and as I was beginning my adult life that I would ever be a preacher.  But God once again was filling that God shaped hole
in my life.  God confirmed to me what his plan was for my life and He will do that for you as well.

Jesus lived with a sense of divine destiny.  Do you?  I hope that you will continually seek out and live out your purpose
in the body of Christ because as you do you will draw closer and closer to God.  Have a great month!

In a sermon, Baltimore pastor John Schmidt told

of an experience from more than 30 years ago.  While
he was walking through the French Quarter in New
Orleans, two men asked him for a handout.  He offered
to go buy them some food if they were hungry.

The men agreed they needed food, so the three
of them walked to a grocery store.  Schmidt bought
bread, bologna, mustard and milk.  When he gave the
food to the men, one had tears in his eyes.

Reaching into a pocket, that man brought out a
pretty rock.  “Look,” he said, “I have nothing to give
you for doing this, but I’ve been carrying around this
beautiful rock, and I want you to have it.”

From the pupit, Schmidt then held up the rock
to show the congregation.  He’d kept it for three de-
cades as a reminder of the men and their gratitude for
his kindness.

“I have to be concerned about the people around
me,” Schmidt said.  “Even if they look like they aren’t
being responsible with their lives. I’m called to love
them because God loves them.”
