The following is an exert from a recent sermon titled “No Other Name”  We all need to take note of this

     new teaching of Oprah Winfrey and be warned.  We all need to reaffirm in our lives the supremacy of Jesus as

    the only way to salvation.

{I would venture to say that everyone in this room knows who Oprah Winfrey is.  You know that she is very popular,

especially among young women.  It is safe to say that she has a great deal of influence in this country; she has even made an impact

in other parts of the world.  That’s why her new course on “Oprah and Friends” on XM radio is so important for you to hear about.

The course is a year long course on the New Age teaching of A Course in Miracles.

The course started on January 1, 2008.  It is said that those who finish the course at the end of this year will have a wholly

redefined spiritual mindset – a New Age worldview that includes the belief that there is no sin, no evil, no devil, and that God is

“in” everyone and everything.  A Course in Miracles teaches its students to rethink everything they believe about God and life.

The Course Workbook bluntly states: “This is a course in mind training”  and is dedicated to “thought r eversal.”

Lesson #29 of the course asks you to go through your day affirming that “God is in everything I see.”  Lesson #61 tells

each person to repeat the affirmation “I am the light of the world.”   Lesson #70 teaches the student to say and believe “My

salvation comes from me.”

A Course in Miracles is allegedly “new revelation” from “Jesus” to help humanity work through these troubled times.

This “Jesus” – who bears no doctrinal resemblance to the Bible’s Jesus Christ is said to have began delivering his channeled

teachings in 1965 to Columbia University Professor of Medical Psychology, Helen Schucman.

She says one day she heard an “inner voice” stating, “This is a course in miracles, please take notes.”  And for the next 7

years she diligently took spiritual dictation from this inner voice that described himself as “Jesus”.  A Course in Miracles was

quietly published in 1975 and for many years it was an underground cult classic to New Age seekers.

Here are some quotes from the “Jesus” of A Course in Miracles:
· There is no sin
· A slain Christ has no meaning
· The journey to the cross should be the last useless journey
· Do not make the pathetic error of clinging to the old rugged cross
· The Name of Jesus Christ as such is but a symbol… It is a symbol that is safely used as a replacement for the many names

of all the gods to which you pray.
· God is in everything I see
· The recognition of God is the recognition of yourself
· The oneness of the Creator and the creation is your wholeness, your sanity and your limitless power.
· The Atonement is the final lesson he [man] need learn, for it teaches him that, never having sinned, he has no need of

salvation.
If you like Oprah, you have been warned this morning that you better stay away from her teaching because it’s not in line

with the one and only Christ I know.}

You should be able to see that this new course in A Course in Miracle is dangerous to follow and we (Christians) need to

warn others about its dangers.  It doesn’t lead people to Christ, but away from Him and away from the fact that Jesus is the one and

only way to eternal salvation.  Acts 4:12 says, “Salvation is found in no one else, for there is no other name under heaven given to

men by which we must be saved.”  My prayer is that we all are able to reaffirm in our hearts and minds that there truly is no other

name by which we can be saved.

Abraham Brunk, a professor and researcher in the
