                 This month the MVCC congregation is called upon to do one of its most important tasks of the year;
         nominate Elders and Deacons.  On January 13th the congregation will be given nomination ballots to nominate
        prospective candidates to serve as an Elder or Deacon.  With that in mind I wanted to give you at least one

very important passage of Scripture concerning what you should consider as you think about who should serve in these important
leadership positions.  Underlined in the below passage you will find qualifications for Elders and Deacons.  As you read the below
passage please notice how many times the passage says “must”, or “are to be” indicating that these qualifications are a must and
not thought of as only good suggestions.

“Here is a trustworthy saying: If anyone sets his heart on being an overseer, he desires a noble task.  Now the overseer
must be above reproach, the husband of but one wife, temperate, self-controlled, respectable, hospitable, able to teach, not given
to drunkenness, not violent but gentle, not quarrelsome, not a lover of money.  He must manage his own family well and see that
his children obey him with proper respect.  (If anyone does not know how to manage his own family, how can he take care of God’s
church?)  He must not be a recent convert, or he may become conceited and fall under the same judgment as the devil.  He must
also have a good reputation with outsiders, so that he will not fall into disgrace and into the devil’s trap.

Deacons, likewise, are to be men worthy of respect, sincere, not indulging in much wine, and not pursuing dishonest gain.
They must keep hold of the deep truths of the faith with a clear conscience.  They must first be tested; and then if there is nothing
against them, let them serve as deacons.

In the same way, their wives are to be women worthy of respect, not malicious talkers but temperate and trustworthy in
everything.

A deacon must be the husband of but one wife and must manage his children and his household well.  Those who have
served well gain an excellent standing and great assurance in their faith in Christ Jesus.”  1 Timothy 3:1-13 NIV

Please go to Titus chapter 1, 1 Peter chapter 5, and Acts chapter 6, for further qualifications concerning Elders and
Deacons.

Leadership in the church is one of the most vital aspects of the church.  The old saying is true, “As the leadership goes so
goes the rest.”  The task you have this month of nominating leadership and of voting for new leadership next month should not be
taken lightly.  It’s very important that you study passages of Scripture that are vital to the leadership positions and that you pray
daily about what men to put in leadership.

This year the ballots will be a little bit different than the previous years in that they will not list the names of those up for
re-election they will only say that Deacons are elected on a yearly basis and it will tell you what Elder’s terms expire.  This is being
done to encourage you to seriously think, study, & pray over your decision.  The ballots will be the same otherwise.  We also want
you to notice on the ballots before each qualification there is a line (___) then the qualification.  This is done so you can check
mark before each qualification.  If you find that you cannot put a check mark before a qualification for someone then that person
should not be nominated.  We also stress strongly that you do not put “SAME” or “SAME AS BEFORE” in the location for the
names, please put in the names of the nominees.

Serving as a leader in God’s church is a vital role and it must not be taken lightly.  We must remember that the instructions
we find in the Scripture concerning Elders and Deacons are not only good suggestions from God, but are commands.  The MVCC
congregation has the task of living up to and following God’s commands, to do anything less would be to let God down.

Please be assured that I will be in prayer this month and next about these decisions and I pray that you will be as well.  God
bless you this month as you continue to serve His Kingdom.
